Floral Diversity in and Around Asan Reservoir,

Dehradun - A Case Study.

Abstract

The studied Asan Wetland is situated in Dehradun district of Uttarakhand at a distance of approximately
45 Km from the city towards Ponta sahib. The wetland is specifically located on Asan Barrage. The area
in and around Asan reservoir has various land use patterns and shows dual properties of lacustrine as
well as riverine ecosystem. The area has diverse flora and fauna. Thus, to study this diverse ecosystem,
a preliminary survey was carried out for floral study. Further, phytosociological study was conducted
which depicts a clear picture of the vegetational composition.

A total of ten forestry species were identified from the wetland area. Highest value of IVI was recorded
for Acacia catechu, (67.98), followed by Trewia nudiflora (55.34), Dalbergia sissoo (34.99), and Bombex
ceiba (29.36). Around 24 different species ranging from horticulture to multipurpose use value were
also identified, especially from road sides and plantation sites. Besides these, 20 number of herbs,
mostly invasive in status and around seven species of shrubs were recorded from the area. Reservoir
was found to be encroached by few aquatic species such as Eichhornia crassipes, Typha elephantina,
Ceratophyllum demersum, and Potomageton pectinatus etc.

Current study tries to fetch the attention of policy makers towards this diverse ecosystem for its
futuristic sustainable, recreational, aesthetic and forestry uses.
